Mezinarodni porotu nejvice zaujal snimek
slovenského fotografa Jakuba Hodané, ktery zachytil okno poseté pavucinami v australské oblasti
Kuku-yalanji. Vitéze vybirala odborna porota s tcasti rakouského fotografa Bernharda Schuberta z
vice nez 2500 fotografii. Do soutéze své prace poslalo 256 fotografek a fotograft z Ceské a
Slovenské republiky. Do ¢tvrtého ro¢niku soutéze pro zaky a studenty Czech Photo Junior se

prihlasilo 173 soutézicich; ti zaslali skoro 1000 snimkdi.

A View Into a Mystical World Is Photo of the Year in the
Eight Czech Nature Photo

On Wednesday, May 15, the winners of the Czech Nature Photo competition were announced at a
gala ceremony in the Czech Photo Centre gallery. The most interesting picture in the eyes of the
international jury was a photo by Slovak photographer Jakub Hodan depicting a window covered in
spiderwebs in Australia’s Kuku Yalanji region. The winner was chosen from over 2,500 photographs
by a jury of experts that included the Austrian photographer Bernhard Schubert. A total of 256
photographers from the Czech Republic and Slovakia submitted photos this year. 173 competitors
signed up for the fourth year of the Czech Photo Junior student competition; they sent nearly 1,000
photos.

Like its predecessors, the eighth annual Czech Nature Photo exhibition will be held in Prague’s Nové
Butovice neighborhood, both outdoors and in the Czech Photo Centre gallery. The outdoor exhibition
will present the works of primary and secondary school students. This exhibition is located by the exit
from the Nové Butovice metro station onto the boulevard in the direction of the Lipa medical clinic
and will lead visitors toward the Czech Photo Centre gallery, where the award-winners and other
selected works by professional photographers will be on display. The exhibition will be open to the
public starting on May 16.

“The winning photograph caught the jury’s interest in several respects: The photographer artistically
‘opens the door’ to a world of creatures that are less than entirely popular for many. This picture
forces viewers to think over its storyline — is this a story of one spider, or six? The photographer has
displayed great technical skills, a clear vision, and a creative approach. It offers us a far from
everyday view of an ‘everyday’ topic,” says the jury’s chairman Petr Bambousek of the Photo of the
Year.

“This photo emerged during a trip | took with Adam Javorcik in the Kuku Yalanji region in Queensland,
Australia. At the end of a long day, dragging ourselves home, weary and dreaming of cold drinks, we
stumbled upon a fence covered in spiderwebs — an intriguing, dark subject. The sight of the numerous
insects for which this fence was fatal — and Adam’s face as | reached for my camera again —
immediately conjured the idea of a gateway to the underworld in my mind. The picture was taken
with the help of two remotely fired flashes and a camera with a self-timer placed on a tripod,” says
the photographer himself of the picture’s origins.

Jakub Hodan is a free-time photographer and a native of Slovakia’s Zahorie region. Photography has
fascinated him since his youth and is his strongest medium. His travels so far have taken him to
nearly all the continents of the world. His first journey to Australia left a profound impression and
ignited a lasting desire to return to its places again and again. He has a soft spot for animals that the
public at large doesn’t fully appreciate — and often repudiates. He seeks out nature that is untouched
by human hands, no matter on which continent it is found.

It has become a tradition for readers of the Lidé a Zemé nature magazine to vote on their own choice
of the best photo from this competition; this year, they selected a photo of battling peacocks taken
by Vladimir Cech ml.



A number of side events will be held at the Czech Photo Centre to accompany the exhibition. A tour
of the exhibition with the competition’s manager, the photographer Michal Kraus, will be held on
Wednesday, June 5. A presentation by photographer Vaclav Silha will take place on Tuesday, June 18.
